Hi Everyone, 

Well, we’ve been back in Israel for 1 week.  H and I were just talking about how confused we feel.  He made the observation that although our bodies are here, our minds are in NY.  It feels weird.  It usually lasts for a few weeks and then we get our Israeli on.
It’s hard to leave; you’ve heard us say that.  It’s like ripping a band-aid off of a wound over and over. That wound never heals, you just get used to having it. 

 Well, this time was horrific. Last Monday, the day before we left, 2 of our sons’ dogs jumped the fence.  They liked to go exploring together. Our yard looked like a prison yard with all the fencing we had to keep them in.  However, on this particular day, they made good another escape. 
While on their journey, they were hit by a car. Rosie died immediately and Teddy died in the car, in H’s, lap on the way to the vet. I can’t describe the level of pain. These were 2 of the puppies H delivered 4 years ago. They were our babies and our sons’ friends and comfort. H prayed for them each night, that the Lord would keep them safe, keep them in the yard. We buried them in our yard…and we each went off to cry.  H and I sat on the couch for 2 hours trying to comfort our wailing son…his pain so great. 

We both had the same thought…we can’t leave them. How can we get on the plane, how can we desert them? We were heartbroken and torn. I put a prayer request out to our Israeli friends. We knew they’d be awake. All we could ask for was help.

By the evening, both sons started to calm. They were still clearly hurting, but there was a level of peace there that wasn’t there before. We thanked God. We knew that we could once again get on the plane.  We knew they’d be OK. 

There’s no rhyme or reason, is there?  We don’t know God’s plans. How many times have we heard of sheer tragedy?  We scream out, WHY??? But, most often, there’s just silence.  
Well, there’s one thing H and I have learned on this 5 year journey, God always has us in His hands. He never said, no pain, no problems…He said, “I am with you always.”  

“I AM WITH YOU ALWAYS.”
 

That’s it, that’s all we need; War, rumor of war, sickness, financial woes, marital problems. He is what we need, He is all we need. All we need to do is cry out, “Help me Father.” 

H and I always wonder what the new year holds for our ministry when we return.  This year, before we left for the states, we felt that we should connect with a certain ministry here, “The Joshua Fund”, run by Joel Rosenberg Ministries, about getting a humanitarian aid center started here in Akko; A warehouse to store food, water, medical supplies etc. for when the war comes. We were planning to call next week. 

Yesterday, H got a phone call.  It seems that the Lord put us on the heart of one of the American men here that runs the Joshua fund. He wanted to know if we’d be interested in helping getting a humanitarian aid center set up in Akko. Confirmation…God is always in control, no matter what we think or feel. 

In closing, we want to give a special thank you to all of the pastors that opened their congregations to us and all of you that opened your homes. It is always great to reconnect and to make new friends. You are so important, your prayers are so crucial to us.
