A big thank you to all of you that have taken the time to send an email or a post on Facebook inquiring as to how we are.  We truly appreciate it.  We are fine.  The war is being fought down south right now.  We are about 60 miles N of Tel Aviv, and 60 miles NW of Jerusalem.  That’s about the same distance as from Center Moriches to Manhattan.  
I think the response here is a bit different here than it would be if NY was under attack.  Up here, in the north, life is continuing on. People are doing whatever it is they do on a regular daily basis.  There’s an appearance of calm.  When you pass a store, restaurant, business…all the TVs are set on the news, war in real time. It’s all the talk and I’m sure all that people are thinking about..

When we were here for the Lebanon war, it was the opposite. We were getting the missiles and when we traveled down to Tel Aviv, to get to the airport, we were amazed at how life there was continuing.  People learn to adapt. They need to find a constant in their lives so that they can continue on. It gives you a feeling of security.  They use creature comforts to get their peace. It is so glaringly obvious how much they need their Lord.
The situation here in the North can change in a second. Israeli tanks are being placed on the border btwn Syria and Israel.  Israel is trying to stay one step ahead on this game.  Last night, shots were fired from Syria into Israel.  Israel wasn’t sure if it was the Syrian rebels shooting at the Syrian Army, or if the shots were actually meant for Israel’s troops on the border. There was no waiting to figure it out, Israel fired back immediately.
And here we sit.  Acutely aware of these dire circumstances, but yet we have peace.  We know and have rehearsed all scenarios.  But yet, the peace of our Lord stays with us.  We know that this is the Lord’s place.  We know how much He loves His people.  We know that He is fighting for them every minute.  

We also know that we have been placed here to minister to them, as have so many others that God has called back to their home.

Yesterday, during service, we interceded on Israel’s behalf.  We prayed for the parents of the soldiers in the congregation.  We prayed for the soldiers.  Israel is small, and every family is touched by war.

So, continue to pray, as we know you are.  Also pray for the Arab nation as a whole. There is so much propaganda being dispensed by the world news media at this time,  not only Arab news media, but western as well. The people are fed lies and they don’t have any other choice but to believe them. They are blinded by the enemy and need the Lord. Pray that the scales would fall off of their eyes and that they come to know Yeshua, Jesus, Yesua, as their savior.  AMEN

Our hearts go out to all of you, also.  We watched and are watching everything that is transpiring as a result of Sandy. We have been praying for you all continually.  Our kids weren’t affected, but many of our immediate family were displaced from their waterfront homes.
